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An environmental policy is a voluntary undertaking in the UK and the structure and content are not regulated under UK legislation. However Déda seeks excellence in every aspect of its business and is committed to minimising the environmental impacts of its business operations.
To achieve this commitment, we will:

1. Reduce our consumption of resources and improve efficiency in the use of these resources. 
2. Manage waste generated from our business operations according to the principles of reduction, reuse and recycling.

3. Ensure environmental criteria are taken into account in the procurement of goods and services. 
4. Communicate internally and externally our environmental policy. 
To secure these objectives, we will:

1. Record the consumption of gas, electricity, water and paper throughout the year.
Gas used for central heating: Control central heating by having a standard heating schedule for each space which is operated by Derby City Council staff located in Queens Leisure Centre; calibrate sensors every 5 years.
Electricity: Front of House staff ensure that all equipment is turned off at the end of each day. 
Water: Leaks are repaired as soon as possible

Paper consumption: Use electronic data to save paper e.g. use of e-invoices; double-sided printing where possible; use of scrap paper in printers.
2. Manage waste: Recycle paper and glass, tins and plastic; offer unwanted items on Freecycle; actively promote recycling both internally and amongst its customers.
3. Purchasing: Environmental criteria such as energy consumption are used in the decision process to purchase new equipment; buy locally where possible; support the Cathedral Quarter Business Improvement District; insist on an organic ethos in the Café operation.
4. The environmental policy is communicated externally on the website and internally on the server (company/staff forms, policies and information)
5. Review the environmental policy each year.

Electricity: Energy generation; switch off signs; PIR light switches; low energy bulbs
Purchasing: Green cleaning products 
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
